I have worked in the computer and technology industry since college, most recently as a
Group Program Manager at Microsoft. Prior to that I was a Product Manager at
Asymetrix, Senior Software Engineer at Lotus and a Software Engineer at Centerline
Sofiware.

I'was elected as the University of Washington School of Law representative to the
Washington State Bar Association. When at Microsoft, I was elected Chair of Microsoft
women’s organization, known as Hoppers, representing more than 3,000 Microsoft
employees. This gave me the opportunity to advocate for women at Microsoft to
corporate executives including CEQ Steve Ballmer. I am proud that we increased
membership by 27%, and the group successfully lobbied the company to conduct
comprehensive research into inequalities between men and woman at Microsoft and
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throughout the technology industry. I am also a former member of the Communication
Workers of America.

1 served as President of Ames Lake Community Club in my neighborhood in
unincorporated King County where the community association functions as the closest
thing to a town government. I have coached basketball, soccer and t-ball with the
Bellevue Family YMCA.

In Washington State, I have been active in local democratic politics for a number of
years. I became especially active in Washington’s 8th Congressional District
volunteering to help the campaign of Dave Ross.

LEconomic Opportunity
