Minutes of 25% LDD Endorsement Committee Meeting June 9, 2008

There are 48 candidates that will receive 25™ LDD questionnaires. Discussion began as
to whether or not to send endorsement request forms to all non-partisan candidates and
partisan candidates as well.

Deadline
for return of forms is 6/25 and then each individual questionnaire will be scanned in and
placed on the 25™ LDD website so all members may view the information. The
questionnaires will be sent via e-mail with a cover letter attachment where possible, and
by a regular mail where e-mail is unavailable.

It was decided to schedule the candidates who will be appearing on the primary ballot for
the July 10 meeting (and July 9 meeting if needed), for a forum running from 7:00 to 8:30
PM and at 8:30 the membership will vote on candidate endorsements. The remainder of
the candidates will be interviewed at a later time since they will not be in the primary
election.

After the questionnaires are received back on June 25, we will decide whether or not to
have two forums, one on July 9 and one on July 10. We will publish a notice of the one
or two forums in the July 3 Puyallup Herald and an edition of the TNT.
